« Keep up the weeding. Remove weeds and thatch
as necessary so they do not compete with your
desired plants for water.

o Trim overgrown plant material. Maintaining control
over the size of your plant material will help
regulate your water usage. Overgrown plants
require more water.

« Healthy soil, healthy landscape. Keep soil healthy
with fresh mulch to retain moisture. Healthy soils
cycle nutrients effectively, minimize runoff, retain
water, and absorb excess nutrients, sediments,
and pollutants.

e Minimize or eliminate fertilizers. Fertilizer
encourages thirsty new growth, causing your
landscape to require more water.
